Ch-1: The Rise of Nationalism in Europe

GIST OF THE LESSON / MIND MAP
Nation (State):

A large number of people of mainly common descent, language, history, inhabiting a
territory bounded by defined limits and forming a society under one government is

called a nation.

Frederic Sorrieu and his visualization:
In 1848, Frederic Sorrieu, a French artist, prepared a series of four prints, visualizing
his dream of a world made up of ‘democratic and social republics’, as he called them.

1. The first print shows the people of Europe and America marching in a long
train, and offering homage to the Statue of Liberty as they pass by it. A female
figure carries a torch of enlightenment in one hand and the Charter of the Rights
of Man, in the other hand.

2. On the earth lies the shattered remains of the symbols of absolutist institutions.

3. In Sorrieu’s Utopian vision, the people of the world are grouped as distinct
nations, identified through their flags and national costumes.

4. Leading the procession are USA and Switzerland, followed by France and
Germany. Following Germany are Austria, Kingdom of the two Sicilies,
Lombardy, Poland, England, Ireland, Hungary and Russia.

5. From the heavens above, Christ, saints and angels gaze at the scene. The artist
symbolizes fraternity among the nations of the world.

The French Revolution and the idea of Nation:

1. Growth of nationalism in France.




Introduction of various measures and practices created sense of collective
identity among the people of France.

Change of monarchy and establishment of republic, creation of new assembly.
Rise of Napoleon and his reforms. Revolutionaries help other people of Europe

to become nation.

The making of Nationalism in Europe:

Germany, Italy and Switzerland were divided into Kingdom, duchies and
cantones these divisions were having their autonomous rulers.

Uses of different languages.

Rise of middle class.

Industrialization in England, emergence of a working class and liberalism.

New conservation after 1815 and preservation of traditional institution.

After the defeat of Napoleon, the European government follows the spirit of
conservatism. Conservative regimes were autocratic Revolutionaries at that
time fought for liberty and freedom.

Example, Mazzini’s young Italy and Young Europe.

Unification of Italy:

Giuseppe Mazzini had played an important role in the unification of Italy. He formed

a secret society called “Young Italy’ in Marseilles, to spread his goals. He believed

Italy could not continue to be a patchwork of small states and had to be forged into a

single unified republic. During 1830’s, Mazzini sought to put together a coherent

programme for a unitary Italian Republic. As uprisings in 1831 and 1848 had failed,

the mantle now fell on Sardinia-Piedmont under its ruler Emmanuel Il to unify Italy.

Under Chief Minister Cavour, Sardinia-Piedmont succeeded in destroying the

Austrian forces in 1859. Even Garibaldi joined the fray. In 1860, they marched into

South Italy and the kingdom of the two Sicilies and with the help of the local

10




peasants, drove out the Spanish rulers. In 1861, Victor Emmanuel Il was proclaimed

as King of United Italy.

Unification of Germany:

In the 18th century, Germany was divided into a number of states. Some of these

states ceased to exist during the Napoleonic wars. At the end of the war, there were

still 39 independent states in Germany. Prussia was most powerful, dominated by big

landlords known as Junkers.

Nationalist feelings were widespread among middle class Germans who had
tried to unite the different regions of the German federation into a nation-state
governed by an elected Parliament.

In May 1848, a large number of political associations came together to vote for
an all-German National Assembly. Their representatives met at Frankfurt and
the Frankfurt Assembly proposed the unification of Germany as a constitutional
monarchy under the King of Prussia as emperor

The King of Prussia rejected the offer and the liberal initiative of nation
building was repressed by the combined forces of the monarchy, the military
and the ‘Junkers’.

Then on, Prussia under its Chief Minister Otto Von Bismarck led the movement
for unification of Germany. Bismarck carried out this process with the help of
the Prussian army and the bureaucracy. He fought three wars over seven years
with Denmark, Austria and France. Prussia was victorious in all these wars and
the process of unification was completed as a result of Prussia’s victory over
France.

Consequently, on 18th January 1871, an assembly comprising of princes of
German States, representatives of the army, important Prussian ministers and
Bismarck gathered in the Palace of Versailles and proclaimed the Prussian

King, Kaiser William, the new German Emperor.

Visualizing the Nation:

Marianne and Germania were both female allegories used by artists in the 19th

century to represent the nation.

1.

In France she was named Marianne, a popular Christian name, which
underlined the idea of a people’s nation. Her characteristics were drawn from
those of liberty and republic—the red cap, the tri-colour, the cockade. Statues of
Marianne were erected in public squares as a national symbol of unity.
Marianne images were marked on coins and stamps.

Instead of just having the idea of father land, they wanted to implant a suitable
image in the minds of the people. They invariably chose the mother figure
symbolizing nations—Britannia, Germania and Marianne reminding us of our
concept of Matribhumi.

Germania became the allegory of the German nation. Germania wears a crown
of oak leaves as German oak stands for heroism. It was hung from the ceiling of
St. Paul’s Church, where Frankfurt Parliament was convened, to symbolize the

liberal revolution.

Napoleonic Code:

1.

The first major change was doing away with all privileges based on birth,
establishing equality before law and securing the right to property.
Administrative divisions were simplified.

Feudal system was abolished and peasants were freed from serfdom and
manorial dues (abuse of manorial lords).

In towns, guild restrictions were removed.

Transport and communication systems were improved.

Peasants, artisans, workers and new businessmen enjoyed a new found

freedom.

7. Businessmen and small-scale producers of goods in particular began to realize
that uniform laws, standardized weights and measures and a common national
currency would facilitate the movement and exchange of goods and capital
from one region to another.

Nationalism and Imperialism:

Last quarter of the 19th century nationalism became a narrow creed with limited ends,
Intolerance Balkan became the sense of big power rivalry Nationalism, aligned with
imperialism cause of World War 1. Idea of a Nationalism was now same everywhere .

Nationalism in India

The growth of modern nationalism is intimately connected to anti-colonial movement.

The congress under the leadership of Mahatma Gandhi tried to forge groups together within one

movement. However, the unity did not emerge without conflict.
First World War, Khilafat and Non-Cooperation

His heroic fight for the Indians in South
Africa was well-known. His novel method of mass agitation known as Satyagraha had yielded
good results.

In 1916, Gandhi travelled to Champaran in Bihar to inspire the peasants to struggle against the
oppressive plantation system.

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6th April 1919 was observed as Satyagraha Day when people all over the country observed fast
and hartal.

Local leaders were picked up from Amritsar and Mahatma Gandhi was barred from entering

On 10™ April, the police in Amritsar fired upon a peaceful procession, provoking widespread

attacks on banks.

Jallianwala Bagh Massacre

A large crowd gathered in the enclosed ground of Jalliawalla Bagh.

People came to protest against government’s repressive measure while some came to attend the
annual Baisakhi fair.

General Dyer entered the area. Blocked the exit points and opened fire on the crowd, killing
hundreds.

The government responded with brutal repression seeking to humiliate and terrorise people.
Satyagrahis were forced to rub their noses on the ground, crawl on the streets and do Salaam
(salute) to all Sahibs.

Khilafat movement

Rowlatt Satyagraha had been a widespread movement, it was still limited mostly to cities and
towns.

Mahatma Gandhi now felt the need to launch a more broad based movement in India.

But he was certain that no such movement could be organized without bringing the Hindus and
Muslims closer together.

The First World War had ended with the defeat of Ottoman Turkey. There were rumors that a
harsh peace treaty was going to be imposed on the Ottoman Emperor, who was the spiritual head
(Khalifa) of the Islamic world.

The Muslims of India decided to force Britain to change her Turkish policy.

A Khalifa Committee was formed under the leadership of Maulana Azad, Ajmal Khan and
Hasrat Mohani.

A young generation of Muslim leaders like the brothers Muhammad Ali and Shaukat Ali began

discussing with Mahatma Gandhi about the possibility of a united mass action on the issue.

Differing strands within the movement:

1.

Rebellion in the countryside: — From the cities, the noncooperation movement spread to the
countryside. After the war, the struggles of peasants and tribal were developing in different parts

of India.
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One movement here war against talukdars and landlords who demanded from peasant
exorbitantly high rents and a variety of other cesses.

Peasants had to do begar. The peasant movement demanded reduction of revenue, an abolition of
begar and social boycott of oppressive landlords.

Oudh Kisan Sabha was setup headed by. Jawaharlal Nehru and other, within a month, over 300
branches had been set up by the villagers.

Tribal peasants interpreted the message of Mahatma Gandhi and the idea of Swaraj in yet another
way.

The colonial government had closed large forest areas preventing people from entering the

forests to graze their cattle, or to collect fuel wood and fruits.

. Alluri Sitaram Raju Claimed that he had a variety of special powers. He asserted that India could

be liberated only by the use of force.

Mahatma Gandhi decided to withdraw the Non-Cooperation Movement in 1922.

The movement was turning violent in many places and satyagarhis needed properly trained for
mass struggle.

CR Das and Motilal Nehru formed the Swaraj Party within the Congress to argue for a return to
council politics.

Salt was a powerful symbol that could unite the nation.

Salt march accompanied by 78 of his trusted volunteers.

Finally, Mahatma Gandhi once again decided to call off the movement and entered into a pact
with Irwin on 5 March 1931.

Participants saw the movement in different angle such as Patidars of Gujarat and Jats of Uttar
Pradesh.

To organise business interest, formed the Indian Industrial and commercial congress in 1920 and
Federation of the Indian Chamber of Commerce and Industries (FICCI).

Gandhi called to Untouchable that is Harijan, Children of God.

The Sense of Collective Belonging

Nationalist Movement Spreads when people belonging to different regions and communities
begin to develop a sense of collective belongingness. The identity of a nation is most often
symbolized in a figure or image.

This image of Bharat Mata was first created by Bankim Chandra Chattopadhyay in 1870 when he

wrote ‘Vande Mataram ° for our motherland. Indian folk songs and folk sung by bards played an

29




important role in making the idea of nationalism. In Bengal, Rabindranath Tagore and in Madras,
Natesa, Sastri collection of folk tales and songs, which led the movement for folk revival.

3. During the Swadeshi Movement, a tri-color ( red, green and yellow ) flag was designed in Bengal.
It had eight lotuses representing eight provinces and a crescent moon representing Hindus and
Muslims.

Answer:(a) The Jallianwala Bagh massacre : A public meeting was announced for the 13th April
1919, at Jallianwala Bagh, Amritsar. A large but peaceful crowd gathered there to protest against the
proclamation issued by General Dyer. General Dyer came there with troops, blocked the only exit of
the compound and ordered his troops to open fire on the unarmed and peaceful crowd without
warning. A large number of people were killed. Dyer’s object in doing so was to ‘produce a moral
effect’, to create in the minds of satyagrahis a feeling of terror and awe.

(b) The Simon Commission : The reforms introduced by the Government of India Act, 1919 did not
come up to the expectations of the people and there was constant demand for constitutional changes.
As a consequence of it, a Commission was set up in 1927 to look into the working of the
constitutional system in India and suggest changes. The Commission came to be known as the Simon
Commission after its chairman John Simon. The Commission was an all British Commission; it did
not have a single Indian member. The self-respect of the Indians was hurt. All the political
parties,including the Congress and the Muslim League, decided to boycott it. When the Commission
arrived in Indian it was received with black flags, mass demonstrations, hartals and slogans of ‘Go
Back Simon.’

Answer:In the twentieth century, with the growth of nationalism, the identity of India came to be
visually associated with the image of Bharat Mata while Germania became the allegory of the
German nation in the nineteenth century. In the famous painting by Abanindranath Tagore, Bharat
Mata is portrayed as an ascetic figure; She is calm, composed, divine and spiritual. She is shown as
dispensing learning, food and clothing, the mala in one hand emphasises her ascetic quality. In one
image painted by the artist Lorenz Clasen, Germania is shown guarding the Rhine holding sword in
right hand, the breastplate with eagle in left hand. She seems furious by nature in this image.
Another image of Bharat Mata is a contrast to the one described before. In this image She is shown
wearing a gold crown and ornaments. She is also shown with a trishul, standing beside a lion and an

elephant—both symbols of power and authority. Germania, in another painting is shown wearing a
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crown of oak leaves which stands for heroism, and holding a sword and olive branch in one hand and
flag in the other hand.

Answer:People of various social groups participated in the Non-Cooperation Movement, each with
its own specific aspiration. All of them responded to the call of Swaraj, but the term meant different
things to different people. They all were inspired by Gandhiji.

In cities, the movement started with middle- class participation. Thousands of students left
government-controlled schools and colleges, headmasters and teachers resigned, and lawyers gave up
their legal practices.

In Awadh, peasants were led by Baba Ramchandra. They launched the movement against talukdars
and landlords who demanded from them exorbitantly high rents and a variety of other cesses. The
peasant movement demanded reduction of revenue, abolition of begar, and social boycott of
oppressive landlords.

Tribal peasants interpreted the message of Mahatma Gandhi and the idea of swaraj in another way.
They launched the movement against the forest laws of the colonial government which deprived
them of the traditional right of entering the forests to graze their cattle and collect fuelwood and
fruits. In Gudem hill of Andhra Pradesh, a militant guerrilla movement spread in the early 1920s
under the leadership of Alluri Sitaram Raju. As Raju asserted that India could be liberated only by
the use of force, not through non-violence, the Gudem rebels attacked police stations, attempted to
kill British officials and carried on guerrilla warfare for achieving swaraj.

Plantation workers in Assam also led the movement against the Inland Emigration Act of 1859. They
defied the authorities, left the plantations and headed home.

Ch-04 The Age of Industrialization

Before the Industrial Revolution

Proto-industrialisation is referred to the phase which existed even before factories began in England
and Europe. There was large-scale industrial production for an international market not based on
factories. In the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, merchants from Europe moved to the
countryside, supplying money to peasants and artisans, requesting them to produce for an
international market. Merchants were restricted to expand their production within towns because

rulers granted different guilds the monopoly right to produce and trade in specific products.

The Coming Up of the Factory

In the 1730s the earliest factories in England were set up, but only in the late eighteenth century, the
number of factories multiplied. Cotton was the first symbol of the new era and its production boomed
in the late nineteenth century. Richard Arkwright created the cotton mill where costly machines were
set up and all the processes were brought together under one roof and management.

The Pace of Industrial Change

First: In Britain, the most dynamic industries were cotton and metals. Cotton was the leading sector
in the first phase of industrialisation up to the 1840s, followed by iron and steel industry. Second:
The new industries found it difficult to displace traditional industries. Third: The pace of change in
the ‘traditional’ industries was not set by steam-powered cotton or metal industries, but they did not
remain entirely stagnant either. Fourth: technological changes occurred slowly.

James Watt improved the steam engine produced by Newcomen and patented the new engine in
1781. His industrialist friend Mathew Boulton manufactured the new model. Steam engines were not
used in any of the other industries until much later in the century.

Hand Labour and Steam Power

There was no shortage of human labour in Victorian Britain. Industrialists had no problem of labour
shortage or high wage costs. Instead of machines industrialists required large capital investment. The
demand for labour was seasonal in many industries. In all such industries where production
fluctuated with the season, industrialists usually preferred hand labour, employing workers for the
season.

Life of the Workers

The workers’ lives were affected by the abundance of labour in the market. To get a job, workers

should have existing networks of friendship and kin relations in a factory. Till the mid-nineteenth
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century, it was difficult for workers to find jobs. In the early nineteenth century, wages were
increased. The fear of unemployment made workers hostile to the introduction of new technology.
Spinning Jenny was introduced in the woollen industry. After the 1840s, building activity intensified
in the cities, opening up greater opportunities for employment. Roads were widened, new railway
stations came up, railway lines were extended, tunnels dug, drainage and sewers laid, rivers
embanked.

Industrialisation in the Colonies

The Age of Indian Textiles

In India, silk and cotton goods dominated the international market in textiles, before the age of
machine industries. A variety of Indian merchants and bankers were involved in this network of
export trade — financing production, carrying goods and supplying exporters. By the 1750s this
network, controlled by Indian merchants, was breaking down. The European companies came into
power — first securing a variety of concessions from local courts, then the monopoly rights to trade.
The shift from the old ports to the new ones was an indicator of the growth of colonial power.
European companies controlled trade through the new ports and were carried in European ships.
Many old trading houses collapsed, and those who wanted to survive had to operate within a network
shaped by European trading companies.

What Happened to Weavers?

After the 1760s, the consolidation of the East India Company did not initially lead to a decline in
textile exports from India. Before establishing political power in Bengal and Carnatic in the 1760s
and 1770s, the East India Company had found it difficult to ensure a regular supply of goods for
export. After the East India Company established political power, it developed a system of
management and control that would eliminate competition, control costs, and ensure regular supplies
of cotton and silk goods. It was established by following a series of steps.
1. By eliminating existing traders and brokers connected with the cloth trade, and establishing more

direct control over the weaver.

2. By preventing Company weavers from dealing with other buyers.

The weavers were granted a loan to buy the raw materials once an order was placed. Weavers who
took loans needed to hand over the cloth they produced to the gomastha. Weaving required the labour
of the entire family, with children and women all engaged in different stages of the process. Earlier,
supply merchants had a very close relationship with weavers, but new gomasthas were outsiders with
no social link with the village.

In many places in Carnatic and Bengal, weavers set up looms in other villages where they had some

family relation. In other places, weavers along with the village traders revolted, opposing the
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Company and its officials. Over time many weavers began refusing loans, closing down their
workshops and taking to agricultural labour. By the turn of the nineteenth century, cotton weavers
faced a new set of problems.

Manchester Comes to India

In 1772, Henry Patullo said that the demand for Indian textiles could never reduce since no other
nation produced goods of the same quality. But, unfortunately, by the beginning of the nineteenth
century, India witnessed a decline in textile exports. In the early nineteenth century, exports of
British cotton goods increased dramatically. At the end of the eighteenth century, import of cotton
piece-goods was restricted into India. In India cotton weavers faced two problems:

1. Their export market collapsed

2. Local market shrank and glutted with Manchester imports.

By the 1860s, weavers faced a new problem. They could not get sufficient supply of raw cotton of
good quality. Even the raw cotton exports from India increased due to which the price increased. By
the end of the nineteenth century, other craftspeople faced yet another problem. Factories in India
began production, flooding the market with machine-goods.

Factories Come Up

In 1854, the first cotton mill in Bombay set up and went into production two years later. By 1862
four more mills were set up and around the same time jute mills came up in Bengal. The first jute
mill was set up in 1855 and another one after seven years in 1862. In the 1860s, in north India, the
Elgin Mill was started in Kanpur, and a year later the first cotton mill of Ahmedabad was set up. By
1874, the first spinning and weaving mill of Madras began production.

The Early Entrepreneurs

The history of trade started from the late eighteenth century when British in India began exporting
opium to China and took tea from China to England. Some of the businessmen who were involved in
these trades had visions of developing industrial enterprises in India. In Bengal, Dwarkanath Tagore
made his fortune in the China trade. In Bombay, Parsis like Dinshaw Petit and Jamsetjee
Nusserwanjee Tata built huge industrial empires in India. Seth Hukumchand, a Marwari businessman
set up the first Indian jute mill in Calcutta in 1917. The opportunities of investments in industries
opened up and many of them set up factories.

But due to colonial power, Indians were barred from trading with Europe in manufactured goods and
had to export mostly raw materials and food grains — raw cotton, opium, wheat and indigo — required
by the British. Three of the biggest European Managing Agencies are Bird Heiglers & Co., Andrew
Yule, and Jardine Skinner & Co. who mobilised capital, set up joint-stock companies and managed

them.
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Where Did the Workers Come From?

As the factories started expanding, the demand for workers increased. Most of the workers came
from the neighbouring districts in search of work. Over 50 per cent workers in the Bombay cotton
industries in 1911 came from the neighbouring district of Ratnagiri, while the mills of Kanpur got
most of their textile hands from the villages within the district of Kanpur. As news of

employment spread, workers travelled great distances in the hope of work in the mills.

Even after the demand for workers increased, getting jobs was difficult. The numbers seeking work
were always more than the jobs available. Most of the industrialists employed a jobber, which he
brought from his village, to recruit new workers. Industrialists helped the jobber to settle down and
provided them with money in need.

The Peculiarities of Industrial Growth

European Managing Agencies were interested in certain kinds of products such as tea and coffee.
They established tea and coffee plantations and invested in mining, indigo and jute. These products
are used only for export purposes. In the late nineteenth century, Indian businessmen began setting up
industries. The yarn produced in Indian spinning mills was used by handloom weavers in India or
exported to China. The pattern of industrialisation was affected by a series of changes. When the
swadeshi movement gained support, nationalists boycotted foreign cloth. From 1906, Indian yarn
exports to China declined since produce from Chinese and Japanese mills flooded the Chinese
market. Till the end of the First World War, industrial growth was slow. The war completely changed
the whole scenario and Indian mills took advantage of the situation. They had a vast market to supply
war needs: jute bags, cloth for army uniforms, tents and leather boots, horse and mule saddles and a
host of other items. The industrial production boomed over the years and after the war, Manchester
could never recapture its old position in the Indian market.

Small-scale Industries Predominate

Small-scale industries continued to predominate the rest of the country. Only a small proportion of
the total industrial labour force worked in registered factories. The rest worked in small workshops
and household units. Handicrafts production expanded in the twentieth century. In the twentieth
century, handloom cloth production expanded. It happened because of technological changes as they
started adopting new technology which helped them improve production without excessively pushing
up costs.

Certain groups of weavers were in a better position than others to survive the competition with mill
industries. Some of the weavers produced coarse cloth while others wove finer varieties. Weavers
and other craftspeople who continued to expand production through the twentieth century did not

necessarily prosper. They worked for long hours including all the women and children. But they were
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not simply remnants of past times in the age of factories. Their life and labour were integral to the
process of industrialisation.

Market for Goods

When new products are produced advertisements helped people to make products appear desirable
and necessary. They tried to shape the minds of people and create new needs. Today we are
surrounded by advertisements which appear in newspapers, magazines, hoardings, street walls,
television screens. From the very beginning of the industrial age, advertisements played a part in
expanding the markets for products, and in shaping new consumer culture.

Manchester industrialists put labels on the cloth bundles, to mark the quality. When buyers saw
‘MADE IN MANCHESTER’ written in bold on the label, they were expected to feel confident about
buying the cloth. Some of the labels were made with images and were beautifully crafted.

Images of Indian gods and goddesses appeared on these labels. Printing calendars were started by
manufacturers to popularise their products. In these calendars, figures of gods were used to sell new
products. Later, advertisements became a vehicle of the nationalist message of swadeshi.
Conclusion

The age of industries has meant major technological changes, growth of factories, and the making of
a new industrial labour force. Hand technology and small-scale production remained an important

part of the industrial landscape.

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SUMMARY OF THE CHAPTER

1. China, Japan and Korea developed the earliest kind of print technology, which was a system of hand
printing.

2. Books in China were printed by rubbing paper from AD 594 and both the sides of the book were folded
and stitched.

3. China started conducting civil service examinations for its bureaucrats and its textbooks were printed in
vast numbers.

4. Print was no longer confined to scholar-officials. Merchants used print while collecting their trade
information.

Print in Japan

5. Hand-printing technology was introduced by Buddhist missionaries from China into Japan around AD
768-770.

6. The Buddhist Diamond Sutra is the oldest Japanese book, printed in AD 868, containing six sheets of
text and woodcut illustrations.

7. Marco Polo returned to Europe after exploring China and along with him, he brought the knowledge of
woodblock printing and soon the technology spread to other parts of Europe.
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8. Johann Gutenberg developed the first-known printing press in the 1430s.

9. Gutenberg was an expert in the art of polishing stones and with this knowledge; he adapted existing
technology to design his innovation.

10. The first printed book with the new system was the Bible. With the adaption of new technology the
existing art of producing books by hand was not entirely displaced.

11. Books printed for the rich left blank space for decoration on the printed page. In the hundred years
between 1450 and 1550, printing presses were set up in most countries of Europe. The shift from hand
printing to mechanical printing led to the print revolution.

12. The cost of books was reduced due to the print revolution. Markets were flooded with books reaching
out to an ever-growing readership

13. Earlier, elites are only permitted to read books and common people used to hear sacred texts readout
14. Printed books are not welcomed by everyone and many were apprehensive of the effects that the
wider circulation of books could have on people’s minds.

15. There was a fear of spreading rebellious and irreligious thoughts. In 1517, the religious reformer
Martin Luther wrote Ninety Five Theses, criticizing many of the practices and rituals of the Roman
Catholic Church. His textbook printed copy led to a division within the Church and to the beginning of
the Protestant Reformation.

16. Schools and literacy spread in European countries due to which people wanted production of more
books

17. Books were of various sizes, serving many different purposes and interests18.

18. Historians argued that print culture created the conditions for the French Revolution. Three types of
arguments were put forward.

1. Print popularized the ideas of the Enlightenment thinkers. Their writings provided a critical
commentary on tradition, superstition and despotism. The writings of Voltaire and Rousseau were
read widely; and people saw the world through new eyes, eyes that were questioning, critical and
rational.

2. Print created a new culture of dialogue and debate. Within this public culture, new ideas of social
revolution came into being.

3. By the 1780s there was an outpouring of literature that mocked the royalty and criticised their
morality.

19. Print helps in spreading ideas. They accepted some ideas and rejected others and interpreted things
their way. Print did not directly shape their minds, but it did open up the possibility of thinking
differently.
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20. Large numbers of new readers among children, women and workers were added to the mass literacy
in Europe during the 19th century.

21. From the late 19th century, primary education became compulsory. In 1857, a children’s press was set
up in France devoted to literature for children. Artisans and lower-middle-class people.

22. Press came to be made out of metal by the late eighteenth century. Printing technology saw a series of
further innovations by the 19th century. During that century, power-driven cylindrical press was perfected
by Richard M, which was particularly used for printing newspapers. The offset was developed which was
capable of printing six colours at a time. By the 20th century, electrically operated presses accelerated
printing operations followed by other series of development.

23. In the mid-sixteenth century, the first printing press came to Goa with Portuguese missionaries.

26. Social reforms and novels created a great interest in women’s lives and emotions. In the early
twentieth century, journals, written and edited by women, became extremely popular.

27. Cheap books were bought at markets. Public libraries were set up mostly located in cities and towns.
28. Censorship was not a concern under the East India Company. The Calcutta Supreme Court passed
certain regulations to control press freedom and in 1835, Governor-General Bentinck agreed to revise
press laws.

29. Thomas Macaulay formulated new rules that restored the earlier freedom. The freedom of press
changed after the revolt of 1857.

30. In 1878, the Vernacular Press Act was passed, modeled on the Irish Press Laws, which provided the
government with extensive rights to censor reports and editorials in the vernacular press.

Printed tracts and newspapers not only spread new ideas, but they also shaped the nature of debate.
A wider public could now participate in public discussions and express their views.

There were intense controversies between the social and religious reformers and Hindu orthodoxy
over matters like widow immolation, monotheism, Brahmanical priesthood and idolatry. So that
these ideas and thoughts could reach a wider audience, newspapers were printed in the spoken
language of ordinary people.

Rammohan Roy published the Sambad Kaumudi from 1821 and the Hindu orthodoxy
commissioned the Samachar Chandrika to oppose his opinions. Two Persian newspapers, Jam-i-
Jahan Nama and Shamsul Akhbar were also published.

After the collapse of Muslim dynasties Ulama feared that colonial rulers would change the Muslim
personal laws. To counter this they published Persian and Urdu translations of Holy Scriptures and
printed religious newspapers and tracts.

Newspapers and journals not only helped the publication of conflicting opinions but also connected
people and communities in different parts of India. Newspapers conveyed news from one place to

another, creating Pan-Indian identities.

Question 1 Explain land use pattern in India and why has the land under forest not
increased much since 1960-617

Answer: Land resources in India are primarily divided into agricultural land, forest land,
pasture and grazing land, and wasteland. Wasteland includes rocky, arid and desert areas and
land used for non-agricultural purposes like housing, roads, industry, etc.

According to recent data available, the percentage of net sown area (NSA) in India is about

54% of the total reporting area (if, the other than current fallow lands is included). . 22.5% is
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covered by forests, and 3.45% is used for grazing. The rest is a wasteland, with traces of
miscellaneous cultivation.,

Improper use of forest land has led to land degradation and made conservation of forests
difficult. Human activities like deforestation, overgrazing, mining, quarrying, etc have
contributed to the slow growth rate of forests. Thus, land under forest has increased by only
about 4% since 1960-61.

Question 2 How have technical and economic development led to more consumption of
resources?

Answer: The following factors have been responsible for technical and economic
development leading to overconsumption of resources.

In colonial times, imperial powers used their technological and economic superiority to
establish control over other countries and thereby gain access to the latter’s resources. One
country’s resources were accessible to the citizens of its colonial ruler too, leading to
increased consumption. Technical progress also results in inefficient machinery, increased
production, and greater consumption of resources.

Technological development and economic progress have led to populations increasing due to
low mortality at all ages. With new developments in medicine and health care, fewer people
die due to accidents, diseases, childbirth, etc. This too has contributed to higher consumption
of resources.

GIST OF THE LESSON /MIND MAP

Biodiversity is extremely diverse on earth and works interdependently. It is a system of

closely knit networks that sustains the ecosystem. India has world's largest biodiversity
thriving on its land and 10 per cent of the recorded wild flora and 20 per cent of its mammals
are on the threatened list.

As the list generated by International Union for Conservation of Nature and Natural
Resources (1UCN), the species can classified as following

1. Normal species: They have population levels normal for survival. Example:pine, rodents,
etc.

2. Endangered Species: They are in danger of extinction and would eventually decline if the
present conditions continue. Example: crocodile, rhino, lion tale macaque tc.

3. Vulnerable species: These species are vulnerable to fall into the endangered category in
near future. Example: Asiatic elephant, dolphin, blue sheep etc

4. Rare species: They have a small population which can move to endangered or vulnerable
category in near future if the present conditions for their survival sustain itself. Example:
Asiatic buffalo, hornbill etc

5. Endemic species: These species are only found in limited geographical area. Example:
Andaman teal. Nicobar pigeon, Andaman wild pig. mithun in Arunachal Pradesh.

6. Extinct species: These species are not found in the areas they were likely to be found.
Example: Asiatic cheetah, pink head duck.

CAUSES OF ENVIRONMENTAL DEGRADATION

Between 1951 and 1980, according to the Forest Survey of India, over 26,200 sq. km. of

forest area was converted into agricultural land all over India and substantial parts of the
tribal belts, especially in the northeastern and central India were deforested to practice
shifting cultivation Ghum), a type of "slash and burn agriculture Around 5,000 sq km of
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forest lands have been cleared to progress river valley projects, since 1951. For example:
About 40,000 hectares of forests were cleared for the Narmada Sagar Project in Madhya
Pradesh.

Ch- 7: Lifelines of National Economy

Means of transport and communication—Ilifelines of our national economy:
They help in—

increasing cooperation and assistance between countries;
easy movement of goods and material between countries;
trade and commerce within the country;

reducing distances thus bringing the world closer;

both production and distribution of goods; and

movement of large number of people and over long distances.

Roadways:
Importance of road transport vis-a-vis rail transport—

Construction cost of roads is much lower than that of railway lines.

Roads can traverse comparatively more dissected and undulating topography.
Roads can negotiate higher gradients of slopes and as such can traverse
mountains such as the Himalayas.

Road transport is economical in transportation of few persons and relatively
smaller amount of goods over short distances.

Six classes of roads in India according to their capacity:

Golden Quadrilateral Super Highways: It’s a major road development project
linking Delhi- Kolkata-Chennai-Mumbai and Delhi by six-lane Super Highways.
The North-South corridors linking Srinagar (Jammu & Kashmir) and
Kanyakumari (Tamil Nadu), and East-West Corridor connecting Silcher (Assam)
and Porbander (Gujarat) are part of this project. ¢

They are made to reduce the time and distance between the mega cities of India.

National Highways:

National Highways link all Major cities of extreme parts of the country. These are the
primary road systems and are maintained by the Central Public Works Department
(CPWD). The National Highway 7 between Varanasi and Kanyakumari is the longest
highway of India.

State Highways: Roads linking a state capital with different district headquarters.
These roads are constructed and maintained by State Public Works Department in
State and Union Territories.

District Roads: These roads connect the district headquarters with other places of
the district. These roads are maintained by the Zila Parishad.

Other Roads: Rural roads, which link rural areas and villages with towns, are
classified under this category. Under the Pradhan Mantri Grameen Sadak Yojana
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scheme special provisions are made so that every village in the country is linked
to a major town in the country by an all season motorable road.

. Border Roads: Border Roads Organisation constructs and maintains roads in the
bordering areas of the country. These roads are of strategic importance in the
northern and northeastern border areas.

Importance of Railways in India:

They are the principal mode of transportation for freight and passengers in India.

Railways also make it possible to conduct different activities like business,

sightseeing, and pilgrimage along with transportation of goods over longer distances.

Factors which influence the distribution pattern of Railway network in India:

The distribution pattern of the Railway network in the country has been largely

influenced by physiographic, economic and administrative factors. The density

railway network is high in the northern plains because they are vast level land, have
high population density and rich agricultural resources. In the hilly terrains of the
peninsular region, railway tracts are laid through low hills, gaps or tunnels therefore
it difficult to construct railway lines.

Importance of Pipelines in India:

In the past, these were used to transport water to cities and industries. Now, these are

used for transporting crude oil, petroleum products and natural gas from oil and

natural gas fields to refineries, fertilizer factories and big thermal power plants.

Solids can also be transported through a pipeline when converted into slurry. Because

of pipelines refineries like Barauni, Mathura,

Three important networks of pipeline transportation in the country:

« From oil field in upper Assam to Kanpur (Uttar Pradesh).
« From Salaya in Gujarat to Jalandhar in Punjab.
« Gas pipeline from Hazira in Gujarat connects Jagdishpur in Uttar Pradesh,

Importance of water transport:

Waterways are the cheapest means of transport. They are most suitable for carrying

heavy and bulky goods. It is a fuel-efficient and environment friendly mode.

Major Sea Ports:
1. Kandla: It was the first port developed soon after Independence. It was
developed to ease the volume of trade on the Mumbai port. Kandla is a tidal

port.
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2. Mumbai: It is the biggest port with a spacious natural and well-sheltered
harbour.
3. The Jawaharlal Nehru port: It was planned with a view to decongest the
Mumbai port and serve as a hub port for this region.
4. Martnagao port (Goa): It is the premier iron ore exporting port of the country.
This port accounts for about fifty per cent of India’s iron ore export.
5. New Mangalore port: It export iron ore from Kudremukh mines.
6. Kochi: It is the located at the entrance of a lagoon with a natural harbour.
7. Tuticorin, in Tamil Nadu: This port has a natural harbour. It trades a large
variety of cargoes to our neighbouring countries like Sri Lanka, Maldives, etc.
8. Chennai: It is one of the oldest artificial ports of the country. It is ranked next to
Mumbai in terms of the volume of trade and cargo.
9. Vishakhapatnam: It is the deepest landlocked and well-protected port. This port
was developed as a port for iron ore exports.
10.Paradip port: It is located in Odisha. It specialises in the export of iron ore.
Importance of Airways:
The air travel, today, is the fastest, most comfortable and prestigious mode of
transport. It can cover very difficult terrains like high mountains, dreary deserts,
dense forests and also long oceanic stretches with great ease. Air travel has made
access easier in the north-eastern part of the country which has big rivers, dissected
relief, dense forests and frequent floods and international frontiers.
Communication:
Two major means of communication in India:

. Personal communication including letter, email, telephone, etc.

« Mass communication including television, radio, press, films, etc.

Different types of mail handled by Indian postal department:

« First class mail: Cards and envelopes are airlifted between stations covering both
land and air.

. Second class mail: includes book packets, registered newspapers and periodicals.
They are carried by surface mail, covering land and water transport.

Importance of mass communication:

Mass communication provides entertainment. They create awareness among people

about various national programmes and policies. They provide variety of

programmes in national, regional and local languages for various categories of

people, spread over different parts of the country. They strengthen democracy in the

country by providing news and information to the masses. It helps in agriculture

sector by helping farmers by providing them information about new agricultural

practices.
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International Trade:

International trade is defined as the exchange of goods and services between two
Or more countries.

It is also considered as economic barometer because advancement of international
trade of a country leads to economic prosperity. Income earned from international
trade constitutes a major part in the net national income. Large international trade
leads to revival of domestic economy.

Balance of trade:

The difference between export and import is known as balance of trade.

If the value of exports is more than the value of imports, it is called favorable
balance of trade. And if the value of imports is greater than the value of exports it
is known as unfavorable balance of trade.

Favorable balance of trade is regarded good for the economic development where
as unfavorable balance of trade is seen harmful for the domestic economy.

Importance of tourism as a trade:

Tourism in India earns huge Foreign exchange,

Over 2.6 million foreign tourists visit India every year.

More than 15 million people are directly engaged in the tourism industry.
Tourism also promotes national integration,

Ch-01: Power Sharing

Story of Belgium

Belgium is a small country in Europe with a population of over 1 crore, about half the population of
Haryana. Of the country’s total population, 59% speaks Dutch language, 40% of people speak French
and the remaining 1% speak German. Look at the map below to know the language variation of
Belgium. The minority French-speaking community was rich and powerful, so they got the benefit of
economic development and education. This created tensions between the Dutch-speaking and

French-speaking communities during the 1950s and 1960s.

Accommodation in Belgium
In Belgium, the government handled the community difference very well. Between 1970 and 1993,

Belgian leaders amended their constitution four times and came up with a new model to run the
government.

Here are some of the elements of the Belgian model.

1. The Constitution prescribes that the number of Dutch and French-speaking ministers shall be
equal in the Central Government. Some special laws require the support of the majority of
members from each linguistic group. Thus, no single community can make decisions unilaterally.

2. The state governments are not subordinate to the Central Government.

3. Brussels has a separate government in which both communities have equal representation.
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4. Apart from the Central and the State Government, there is a third kind of government. This
‘community government’ is elected by people belonging to one language community — Dutch,
French and German-speaking — no matter where they live. This government has the power
regarding cultural, educational and language-related issues.

The Belgium model was very complicated but it helped to avoid civic strife between the two major

communities.

Story of Sri Lanka

Now, let’s take the situation of another country, Sri Lanka. It is an island nation having a population
of 2 crores, about the same as in Haryana. Sri Lanka has a diverse population. The major social
groups are the Sinhala-speakers (74%) and the Tamil-speakers (18%). Among Tamils, there are two
subgroups, “Sri Lankan Tamils” and “Indian Tamils”. You can see the map below to know the

population distribution of different communities of Sri Lanka.

In Sri Lanka, the Sinhala community enjoyed the bigger majority and imposed its will on the entire
country.

Majoritarianism in Sri Lanka

Sri Lanka emerged as an independent country in 1948. The Sinhala community was in the majority
so they had formed the government. They also followed preferential policies that favoured Sinhala

applicants for university positions and government jobs. These measures taken by the government
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gradually increased the feeling of alienation among the Sri Lankan Tamils. Sri Lankan Tamils felt
that constitution and government policies denied them equal political rights, discriminated against
them in getting jobs and other opportunities and ignored their interests. Due to this, the relationship
between the Sinhala and Tamil communities become poor. Sri Lankan Tamils launched parties and
struggles for the recognition of Tamil as an official language, for regional autonomy and equality of
opportunity in securing education and jobs. But their demand was repeatedly denied by the
government. The distrust between the two communities turned into widespread conflict and turned
into a CIVIL WAR.

What have you learned from the Stories of Belgium and Sri Lanka?

« Both countries are democracies but they dealt differently with the concept of power sharing.

« In Belgium, the leaders have realised that the unity of the country is possible only by
respecting the feelings and interests of different communities and regions. This resulted in
mutually acceptable arrangements for sharing power.

e Sri Lanka shows that, if a majority community wants to force its dominance over others and
refuses to share power, it can undermine the unity of the country.

Why is power sharing desirable?
You will find the answer to this question in the points below.

1. Power sharing is good because it helps to reduce the possibility of conflict between social
groups.

2. The second reason is that, a democratic rule involves sharing power with those affected by its
exercise, and who have to live with its effects. People have a right to be consulted on how they
are to be governed.

Let us call the first set of reasons Prudential and the second moral. The prudential reasons stress that
power sharing will bring out better outcomes, whereas the moral reasons emphasise the act of power
sharing as valuable.

Form of Power Sharing

Most of you must think that Sharing power = dividing power = weakening the country. A similar
thing was believed in the past. It was assumed that all the power of a government must reside in one
person or group of persons located at one place. Otherwise, it would be very difficult to make quick
decisions and to enforce them. But these notions have changed with the emergence of democracy.

In modern democracies, power sharing can take many forms, as mentioned below:

1. Power is shared among different organs of government, such as the legislature, executive
and judiciary. This is called horizontal distribution of power because it allows different

organs of government placed at the same level to exercise different powers. Such separation
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ensures that none of the organs can exercise unlimited power. Each organ checks the others.
This arrangement is called a system of checks and balances.

2. Power can be shared among governments at different levels — a general government for the
entire country and governments at the provincial or regional level which is called federal
government.

3. Power may also be shared among different social groups such as the religious and
linguistic groups. ‘Community government’ in Belgium is a good example of this
arrangement. This method is used to give minority communities a fair share in power.

4. Power sharing arrangements can also be seen in the way political parties, pressure
groups and movements control or influence those in power. When two or more parties form
an alliance to contest elections and if they get elected, they form a coalition government and
thus share power.

Ch-2: Federalism

Meaning of federalism

Federalism is a system of government in which power is divided between a central authority and

various constituent units of the country.

A federation has two levels of government. Both these levels of governments enjoy their power

independent of the other.

1. One is the government for the entire country that is usually responsible for a few subjects of

common national interest.

2. Governments at the level of provinces or states that look after much of the day-to-day

administering of their state.

Difference Between Unitary System and Federal System

Unitary System

Key Features of Federalism
Some of the key features of federalism system are:

Federal System

There are two or more levels (or tiers) of

government.

The Central Government cannot order the

state government to do something.

State Government has powers of its own
for which it is not answerable to the central

government.

1. There are two or more levels (or tiers) of government.

2. Different tiers of government govern the same citizens, but each tier has its own

JURISDICTION in specific matters of legislation, taxation and administration.

3. The existence and authority of each tier of government is constitutionally guaranteed.
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4. The fundamental provisions of the constitution cannot be unilaterally changed by one level of
government. Such changes require the consent of both the levels of government.

5. Courts have the power to interpret the constitution and the powers of different levels of
government.

6. Sources of revenue for each level of government are clearly specified to ensure its financial
autonomy.

7. The federal system has dual objectives: i) To safeguard and promote the unity of the country
i) Accommodate regional diversity.

Different Routes Through Which Federations Can be Formed

Two aspects are crucial for the institutions and practice of federalism: mutual trust between the
government of different levels and agreement to live together. There are two kinds of routes through
which federations have been formed.

1. The first route involves independent States coming together on their own to form a bigger
unit. This kind of “coming together” federations is formed in the USA, Switzerland and
Australia.

2. The second route is that a large country decides to divide its power between the constituent
States and the national government. This kind of ‘holding together’ federations is followed in

India, Spain and Belgium countries.

What Makes India a Federal Country?

All the features of the federal system apply to the provisions of the Indian Constitution. The Indian
Constitution is a three-fold distribution of legislative powers between the Union Government and the
State Governments. The 3 lists are mentioned below:

1) Union List: It includes subjects of national importance such as the defence of the country, foreign
affairs, banking, communications and currency. The Union Government alone can make laws relating
to the subjects mentioned in this list.

2) State List: It contains subjects of State and local importance such as police, trade, commerce,
agriculture and irrigation. The State Governments alone can make laws relating to the subjects
mentioned in this list.

3) Concurrent List: It includes subjects of common interest to both the Union Government as well
as the State Governments. The list includes education, forest, trade unions, marriage, adoption and
succession. Both the Union as well as the State Governments can make laws on the subjects
mentioned in this list. If their laws conflict with each other, the law made by the Union Government

will be considered.
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How is Federalism Practised?
The real success of federalism in India is attributed to its nature of democratic politics. Have a look at

some of the major ways in which federalism is practised in India.

Linguistic States

The creation of linguistic States was the first and a major test for democratic politics in India. From
1947 to 2017, many old States have vanished and many new States have been created. Areas,
boundaries and names of the States have been changed. Some States have been formed of the people

who speak the same language. These states are known as Linguistic States.

Language Policy

A second test for Indian federation is the language policy. Hindi was identified as the official
language. Besides Hindi, there are 21 other languages recognised as Scheduled Languages by the
Constitution. States too have their own official languages and government work takes place in the

official language of the concerned State.

Centre-State relations

Restructuring the Centre-State relations is one more way in which federalism has been strengthened
in practice. If no single party gets a clear majority in the Lok Sabha, the major national parties can
alliance with many parties including several regional parties to form a government at the Centre. This

led to a new culture of power sharing and respect for the autonomy of State Governments.

Decentralisation in India

When power is taken away from Central and State governments and given to the local government, it

is called decentralisation. The basic idea behind decentralisation is that there are a large number of

problems and issues which are best settled at the local level. Local people can also directly participate

in the decision making.

A major step towards decentralisation was taken in 1992. The Constitution was amended to make the

third-tier of democracy more powerful and effective. Here are the key features of 3-tier democracy:

1. Itis constitutionally mandatory to hold regular elections to local government bodies.

2. Seats are reserved in the elected bodies and the executive heads of these institutions for the
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes.

3. At least one-third of all positions are reserved for women.

4. State Election Commission has been created in each State to conduct panchayat and municipal

elections.
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5. The State governments are required to share some powers and revenue with local government

bodies. The nature of sharing varies from State to State.

Panchayati Raj System

Rural local government is popularly known as Panchayati Raj. Each village, or a group of villages
in some States, has a gram panchayat. This is a council consisting of several ward members, often
called panch, and a president or sarpanch. They are directly elected by all the adult population living
in a village or ward. Gram Panchayat is the decision-making body for the entire village.

The Panchayat works under the overall supervision of the Gram Sabha. All the voters in the village
are its members. It has to meet at least twice or thrice in a year to approve the annual budget of the
gram panchayat and to review the performance of the Gram Panchayat.

When Gram Panchayat are grouped together, they form a Panchayat Samiti or Block or Mandal.
The member of Panchayat Samiti representative are elected by all the Panchayat members in that
area.

All the Panchayat Samitis or Mandals in a district together constitute the Zilla (district) Parishad.
Members of the Lok Sabha, MLAs of the district, some other officials of other district-level bodies

are the members of Zilla Parishad.

political head of the Municipality. In a Municipal Corporation such an officer is called the Mayor.

Meaning of a Political Party

A political party is an organized group of people who have the same ideology or who otherwise have
the same political positions, and who field candidates for elections, to get them elected and thereby
implement their agenda. Political parties are a defining element of representative democracy.

Need for Political Parties

They are one of the most visible institutions in a democracy and are responsible for how a country is
run. They take decisions for collective good and are representative of its citizens. This also involves
Partisanship. Therefore, a party is known by which part it stands for, which policies it supports and
whose interests it upholds. A political party has three components:

e The leaders

e The active members

e The followers

Functions of Political Parties

« Parties contest elections. In India, top party leaders choose candidates for contesting elections.

« Parties put forward different policies and programmes and the voters choose from them.

o A Party reduces multiple views and formulates plans according to common good.

o Parties play a decisive role in making laws for a country.

o Parties form and run governments.

Necessity of Political Parties

They are needed as they help perform all the above functions. Besides these, they help in representing
different views on various issues to the government. They bring various representatives together so
that a responsible government could be formed. They fulfill the needs of a representative government
in a democratic setup.

How many Parties should we have?

In a democracy any group of citizens is free to form a political party.

Any democratic system must allow at least two parties to compete in elections and provide a fair

chance for the competing parties to come to power.
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Different Party Systems

1. One-party systems- In some countries, only one party can control and run the government. These are
called one-party systems. Ex- China. This system however does not allow for choices and is not ideal
for a democracy.

2. Two- Party Systems- Under this system, several parties may exist but only two of these have a
serious chance of winning a majority of seats and forming the government. Ex- USA and UK.

3. Multi Party System- Under this, more than two parties have a reasonable chance of coming to power

either on their own strength or in alliance with others. Ex- India.

Which Party System is better?

Party system is not something any country can choose. It evolves over a long time, depending on the
nature of society, its social and regional divisions, its history of politics and its system of elections.
These cannot be changed very quickly. Each country develops a party system that is conditioned by its
special circumstances. No system is ideal for all countries and all situations. Therefore, a Party System
has to be chosen as per own needs and circumstances.

National Political Parties

Every party in the country registers with the Election Commission. While the Commission treats all
parties equally, it offers some special facilities to large and established parties such as providing them
a unigue symbol.

Parties that get this privilege and some other special facilities are ‘recognized’ by the Election
Commission and are called ‘recognized political parties’. There are criteria that need to be fulfilled for

a party to qualify as a State or National Party

NATIONAL PARTIES OF INDIA
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National Parties in India

1) All India Trinamool Congress (AITC)

Launched on 1 January 1998 under the leadership of Mamata Banerjee.

Received recognition as a national party in 2016.

The party’s symbol is flowers and grass.

Committed to secularism and federalism.

Has been in power in West Bengal since 2011 and has a presence in Arunachal Pradesh, Manipur and

Tripura.

2) Bahujan Samaj Party (BSP):

Formed in 1984 under the leadership of Kanshi Ram.

Seeks to represent and secure power for the Bahujan samaj which includes the Dalits, Adivasis, OBCs
and religious minorities.

Stands for the cause of securing the interests and welfare of the Dalits and oppressed people.

It has its main base in the state of Uttar Pradesh and substantial presence in neighbouring states like
Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Uttarakhand, Delhi and Punjab.

3) Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP)

Founded in 1980, formed by Syama Prasad Mukherjee in 1951.

Wants to build a strong and modern India by drawing inspiration from India’s ancient culture and
values and Deendayal Upadhyaya’s ideas of integral humanism and Antyodaya.

Cultural nationalism (or ‘Hindutva’) is an important element in its conception of Indian nationhood
and politics.

Earlier limited to north and west and to urban areas, the party expanded its support in the south, east,

the north-east and to rural areas.
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4) Communist Party of India (CPI):

Formed in 1925. Believes in Marxism-Leninism, secularism and democracy.

Opposed to the forces of secessionism and communalism.

Accepts parliamentary democracy as a means of promoting the interests of the working class, farmers
and the poor.

Significant presence in the states of Kerala, West Bengal, Punjab, Andhra Pradesh and Tamil Nadu.

5) Communist Party of India — Marxist (CPI1-M):

Founded in 1964. Believes in Marxism-Leninism. Supports socialism, secularism and democracy and
opposes imperialism and communalism.

Accepts democratic elections as a useful and helpful means for securing the objective of socio-

economic justice in India

6) Indian National Congress (INC):

Popularly known as the Congress Party. One of the oldest parties of the world. Founded in 1885 and
has experienced many splits.

Under the leadership of Jawaharlal Nehru, the party sought to build a modern secular democratic
republic in India.
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The ruling party at the centre till 1977 and then from 1980 to 1989. After 1989, its support declined,

but it continues to be present throughout the country.

7) Nationalist Congress Party (NCP):

Formed in 1999 following a split in the Congress party.

Supports democracy, Gandhian secularism, equity, social justice and federalism.

A major party in Maharashtra and has a significant presence in Meghalaya, Manipur and Assam.

Challenges to Political Parties

Since parties are the most visible face of democracy, it is natural that people blame parties for
whatever goes wrong within a country. All over the world, people express strong dissatisfaction with
the failure of political parties to perform their functions well. Popular dissatisfaction and criticism have
focused on four problem areas. The challenges include are-

The first challenge is lack of internal democracy within parties.

The second challenge is of dynastic succession.

The third challenge is about the growing role of money and muscle power in parties, especially during

elections.
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How can Parties be reformed?

Recent efforts and suggestions in our country to reform political parties and its leaders include-

The Constitution was amended to prevent elected MLAs and MPs from changing parties. This was
done because many elected representatives were indulging in Defection in order to become ministers
or for cash rewards and hence an Anti-Defection Law was included.

It is mandatory for every candidate who contests elections to file an Affidavit giving details of his
property and criminal cases pending against him.

The Election Commission passed an order making it necessary for political parties to hold their
elections and file their income tax returns.

Other suggestions to reform political parties include-

Contesting of elections.

Introducing various policies and programmes for the people.

Forming and running the government

GIST OF THE LESSON / MIND MAP

1. People seek things that are most important for them, i.e., that which can fulfill their
aspirations or desires.

2. In fact, at times, two persons or groups of persons may seek things which are
conflicting.

(i) Different persons can have different developmental goals.

INCOME AND OTHER GOALS:
. What people desire are regular work, better wages and decent price for their crops or
other products that they produce. In other words, they want more income.
. People also seek things like equal treatment, freedom, security, and respect for others.
In some cases, these may be more important than more income or more consumption
because material goods are not all that you need to live.

Money, or material things that one can buy with it, is one of the factors on which our
life depends on non-material things mentioned above.

5. There are many things that are not easily measured but they mean a lot to our lives.
These are often ignored.

6. However, it would be wrong to conclude that what cannot be measured is not
important.

7. Similarly, for development people look at a mix of goals.

8. The developmental goals that people have are not only about better income but also
about better income but also about other important things in life.

NATIONAL DEVELOPMENT:

1. It is very important to keep in mind that different persons could have different as well
as conflicting notions of a country’s development.

2. National development means thinking about fair and just path for all, whether there is
a better way of doing things.

HOW TO COMPARE DIFFERENT COUNTRIES OR STATES?

1. Usually, we take one or more important characteristics of persons and compare them
based on these characteristics.

2. For comparing countries, their income is considered to be one of the most important
attributes.

3. Countries with higher income are more developed than others with less income.
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4. The income of the country is the income of all the residents of the country. This gives
us the total income of the country.

5. For comparison between countries, total income is not such useful measure.

6. Hence, we compare the average income which is the country divided by its total
population. The average income is also called per capita income.

7. In World Development Report brought out by the World Bank, this

8. Countries with per capita income of USD 12736 per annum and above in 2013, are
called rich countries and those with per capita income of USD 1570 or less are called
low-income countries.

9. India comes in the category of low middle-income countries because its per capita
income in 2013 was just US$1570 per income.

INCOME AND OTHER CRITERIA:

1. Let us compare the per capita income of Maharashtra, Kerala, and Bihar.

2. Maharashtra has the highest per capita income and Bihar is at the bottom.

3. So, if per capita income were to be used as the measure of development, Maharashtra
will be considered the most developed state of the three.

PUBLIC FACILITIES:

1. Money in your pocket cannot buy all the goods and services that you may need to live
well.

2. Income by itself is not a completely adequate indicator of material goods and services
that citizens are able to use.

3. Normally, your money cannot buy the pollution-free environment or ensure that you
get unadulterated medicines unless you can afford to shift to a community that already
has all these things.

Capita Income. Money cannot buy all the goods and services that are needed to live
well. So income by itself is not a completely adequate indicator of material goods and
services that citizens are able to use. For example, money can not buy a pollution-free
environment or ensure that one gets unadulterated medicines, unless one can afford to
shift to a community that already has all these things.
Question2. Kerala, with lower per capita income, has a better human development
ranking than Punjab. Hence, per capita income is not a useful criterion at all and
should not be used to compare States. Do you agree?
Answer- Per capita income is not a useful criterion at all to measure the human
development ranking of a state. High per capita income is not the only attribute to a
good quality life. Money cannot buy all the essential things required for a good life.
Pollution-free atmosphere to ensure good health, protection from infectious diseases,
lowering of mortality rate, promotion of literacy, etc. are essential for a good standard
of living. In order to achieve these, joint efforts have to be made by all members of a
community, be it rich or poor. Kerala ranks higher compared to Punjab even with a
lower per capita income because—

1. mortality rate is lower

2. literacy rate is higher and

3. Total number of children attending school (Classes I-V) is higher.

Answer: 1. Total income is not a useful measure for comparison between countries.
Since countries have different populations, comparing total income does not tell what an
average person is likely to earn. Hence, we use average income which is total income of
the country divided by total population.
2.The defect of average as a measure is that it does not show the distribution
(dispersion) of income between the rich and the poor.
3.Two countries may have the same average income but in one country almost every
family may enjoy more or less the same kind of income, whereas in the other, some may
be very rich and others very poor. The disparity between rich and poor is an important
feature that the average measure (per capita income) does not consider. Example: In
terms of development, we can take the example of India, where the metro towns are full
of high-rise buildings and shopping malls while some villages have not yet been
provided with a basic necessity like electricity.

Answer - Organised sector covers those enterprises or places of work where

the terms of employment are regularand therefore, people have assuredwork. They are
registered by thegovernment and have to follow itrules and regulations which aregiven in
various laws such as theFactories Act, Minimum Wages Act,

Payment of Gratuity Act, Shops andEstablishments Act etc. It is called organised because
it has some formalprocesses and procedures. Some ofthese people may not be employed
by anyone but may work on their ownbut they too have to registerthemselves with the
government andfollow the rules and regulations.enjoy security of employment. Theyare
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expected to work only a fixednumber of hours. If they work more,they have to be paid
overtime by theemployer. They also get several otherbenefits from the employers

The unorganisedsector is characterised by small andscattered units which are largely
outside the control of the government.There are rules and regulations butthese are not
followed. Jobs here are low-paid and often not regular. Thereis no provision for overtime,
paidleave, holidays, leaves due to sicknessetc. Employment is not secure. Peoplecan be
asked to leave without anyreason. When there is less work, suchas during some seasons,
some peoplemay be asked to leave. A lot alsodepends on the whims of theemployer. This
sector includes a largenumber of people who are employedon their own doing small
jobsuchas selling on the street or doing repairwork.

Ch-4: Globalization of Indian economy

Globalization refers to the integration of the domestic economy with the economies of
the world.

An MNC is a company that owns and controls production in more than one nation.
Foreign Investment is investment made by MNCs.

Advantages of Foreign Trade—

1. ‘Foreign Trade’ has facilitated the travel of goods from one market to another.

2. It provides a choice of goods to the buyers.

3. Producers of different countries have to compete in different markets.

4. Prices of similar goods in two markets in two different countries become almost equal.
SEZs or Special Economic Zones are industrial zones being set up by the Central and
State Governments in different parts of the country. SEZs are to have world class
facilities such as electricity, water, roads, transport, and storage, recreational and
educational facilities. Companies who set up production units in SEZs are exempted
from taxes for an initial period of five years. SEZs thus help to attract foreign
companies to invest in India.

Reasons to put barriers to foreign trade:

1. The Indian government after independence had put barriers to foreign trade and
investment. This was done to protect the producers within the country from foreign
competition. Industries were just coming up in the 1950s and 1960s and competition
from imports at that stage would not have allowed these industries to develop and
grow. Imports of only essential items such as machinery, fertilizers, petroleum etc. was
allowed.

. To protect the Indian economy from foreign infiltration in industries affecting the
economic growth of the country as planned. India wanted to move faster to catch up
with the main industries in the world market and therefore had to keep an extra watch
on its progress in international trade and give incentives to the more rapidly growing
industries through fiscal tariff and other means.

Around 1991, some changes were made in policy by the Indian government as it was

decided that the time had come for the Indian producers to compete with foreign

producers. This would not only help the Indian producers to improve their performance
but also improve their quality.

Liberalization means the removal of barriers and restrictions set by the government on
foreign trade. Governments use trade barriers to increase or decrease (regulate) foreign
trade to protect the domestic industries from foreign competition. Example, Tax on
imports. Around 1991, government India adopted the policy of liberalization.
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World Trade Organization (WTO) was started at the initiative of the developed
countries. Its main objective is to liberalize international trade.

Privatization means transfer of ownership of property from public sector to private
sector.

Business Process Outsourcing (BPO)is the contracting of non primary business
activities and functions to a third party service provider.

Economic Reforms or New Economic Policy is policy adopted by the Government of
India since July 1991. Its key features are Liberalization, Privatization and
Globalization (LPG).

MNCs set up production in various countries based on the following factors:

« MNCs set up offices and factories for production in regions where they can get cheap
labour and other resources; e.g., in countries like China, Bangladesh and India.

« At times, MNCs set up production jointly with some of the local companies of
countries around the world. The benefit of such joint production to the local company
is two-fold. First, the MNCs can provide money for additional investments for faster
production. Secondly, the MNCs bring with them the latest technology for enhancing
and improving production.

. Some MNCs are so big that their wealth exceeds the entire budgets of some
developing countries. This is the reason why they buy up local companies to expand
production. Example, Cargill Foods, An American MNC has bought over small
Indian company such as Parakh Foods.

« MNCs control production by placing orders for production with small producers in
developing nations; e.g., garments, footwear, sports items etc. The products are
supplied to these MNCs which then sell these under their own brand name to
customers.

Factors which have helped in globalization:

. Technology. Rapid improvement in technology has contributed greatly towards
globalization.

« Development in information and communication technology has also helped a great
deal. Telecommunication facilities — telegraph, telephone (including mobile phones),
fax are now used to contact one another quickly around the world. Teleconferences
help in saving frequent long trips across the globe.

 Information technology has also played an important role in spreading out production
of services across countries. Orders are placed through internet, designing is done on
computers, even payment for designing and printing can be arranged through internet.

« Availability of skilled and unskilled labour at low costs.

« Availability of other factors of production e., raw material, etc.

« Government’s favourable policies.
After assuring above conditions, MNCs set up factories and offices for production. They
buy assets such as land, buildings, machines and other equipment.
At times MNCs set up production jointly with local companies because the local
company has knowledge of the local business conditions. Moreover the domestic
company has an established framework of business. MNCs provide money and latest
technology for production.
MNCs buy up local companies to expand production. MNCs with huge wealth can quite
easily do so.
Some MNC:s start as an independent entity right from the beginning.
While some of the MNCs produce entirely for the local market, many others produce
for the exports markets.
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MNCs in developed countries place orders for production with small producers of
developing countries for various products such as garments, footwear. These products
are supplied to the MNCs which sell them under their own brand names to the
customers. The MNCs decide their price, quality, delivery, and labour conditions for
these distant producers.

1. Creation of special economic zones has disrupted the lives of people who are displaced
such as trials. Sometimes to produce more electricity dams are constructed and their land
Is submerged and the people are left without any job.

2. Flexibility in labour laws: Flexibility in labour laws is allowed by the government to
attract foreign investment. This has resulted in worsening the condition of workers
because they are appointed on a temporary basis to avoid payment of provident fund and
other facilities. No overtime is paid for extra hours of work. The workers are paid low
wages.

3. Effect on small producers: Globalization has hit the small producers because they are
unable to compete with MNCs or the big producers or manufacturers. Several units have
been shut down rendering many workers jobless. In India, small industries which
employ about 20 million workers have been hit adversely.

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4. From above description, it is clear that the impact of globalization has not been uniform.
It has positive as well as a negative impact.
Q How has liberalization of trade and investment policies helped the globalization
process?
Answer: Liberalization of trade and investment policies has helped the globalization
process by making foreign trade and investment easier. Earlier, several developing
countries had placed barriers and restrictions on imports and investments from abroad to
protect domestic production. However, to improve the quality of domestic goods, these
countries have removed the barriers. Thus, liberalization has led to a further spread of
globalization because now businesses are allowed to make their own decisions on
imports and exports. This has led to a deeper integration of national economies into one
conglomerate whole.

CH-5: CONSUMER RIGHTS

The Consumer in the Market Place

We participate in the market both as producers and consumers.
« As producers of goods and services, we could be working in any of the sectors such as
agriculture, industry or services.
. Consumers participate in the market when they purchase goods and services that they
need. These are the final goods that people use as consumers.
The rules and regulations are required for the protection of the consumers in the
marketplace.
Consumer Movement
In India, the consumer movement as a ‘social force’ originated with the necessity of
protecting and promoting the interests of consumers against unethical and unfair trade
practices. Because of all these efforts, a significant initiative was taken in 1986 by the
Indian government. It has implemented the Consumer Protection Act 1986, popularly
known as COPRA.
Safety is Everyone’s Right
Consumers have the right to be protected against the marketing of goods and delivery of
services that are hazardous to life and property. Producers need to strictly follow the
required safety rules and regulations.
Information about Goods and Services
When you buy any commaodity, you will find certain details given on the packing such as:

« Ingredients used
. Price
 Batch number
« Date of manufacture
« Expiry date
« The address of the manufacturer
This information has been displayed because consumers have the right to get information

about the goods and services that they purchase. Consumers can then complain and ask for

compensation or replacement if the product proves to be defective in any manner.
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In October 2005, the Government of India enacted a law, popularly known as RTI (Right
to Information) Act. This law ensures that its citizens get all the information about the
functions of government departments.

When Choice is denied

Any consumer who receives a service in whatever capacity, regardless of age, gender and
nature of service, has the right to choose whether to continue to receive the service or not.
Consumer Rights

Consumers have the right to seek redressal against unfair trade practices and exploitation.
The consumer movement in India has led to the formation of various organisations, known
as consumer forums or consumer protection councils. They guide consumers on how to
file cases in the consumer court.

COPRA, three-tier quasi judicial machinery at the district, state and national levels was
set up for redressed of consumer disputes.

. The district-level court called District Forum, which deals with the cases involving
claims up to Rs 20 lakh

« The state level court called State Commission, which deals with the cases
involving claims between Rs 20 lakh and Rs 1 crore.

« The national level court is known as the National Commission, which deals with
cases involving claims exceeding Rs 1 crore. If a case is dismissed in district-level
court, a consumer can also appeal in the state and subsequently in national-level
courts.

Learning to Become Well Informed Consumers

The enactment of COPRA has led to the setting up of separate departments of Consumer
Affairs in central and state governments. The logo with the letters ISI, Agmark or
Hallmark helps consumers to get assurance of quality while purchasing goods and
services.

Taking the Consumer Movement Forward

India is one of the countries that have exclusive courts for consumer redressal. 24

December 1s observed as the National Consumers’ Day in India. After more than 25 years
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of the enactment of COPRA, consumer awareness is spreading, though slowly in our
country.

What is ‘Consumer organisation’?

A consumer organisation/association is a membership-based non-governmental non-profit
body created to promote the interests of consumers of goods and services.

Basic rights of Consumers:

1) Right to safety:-The consumer has a right to be protected against marketing of goods
and services which are hazardous to life and property, e.g., sometimes the manufacturing defects
in pressure cookers, gas cylinders and other electrical appliances may cause loss to life, health and property
of customers.

2) Right to be Informed:-According to this right the consumer has the right to get
information about the its ingredients, date of manufacture, quality, quantity, purity,
standard and price of goods or services so as to protect himself against the abusive and
unfair practices.

3) Right to Choose:-The consumer has the freedom to choose from a variety of products.
The marketers should offer a wide variety of product and allow the consumer to make a
choice and choose the product which is most suitable for him/her.

4) Right to be Heard:- The consumer has a right to file a complaint and to be heard in
case of dissatisfaction with a good or a service. It is because of this reason that many
enlightened business firms have set up their own consumer service and grievance cells.

5) Right to Seek Redressal:-The Consumer Protection Act provides a number of reliefs to
the consumer including replacement of the product, removal of defect in the product,
compensation paid for any loss or injury suffered by the consumer etc.

6) Right to Consumer Education:-The consumer has a right to acquire knowledge about
products. He should be aware about his rights and the reliefs available to him incase of a
product/service falling short of his expectations. Many consumer organisations and some

enlightened businesses are taking an active part in educating consumers in this respect.
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What does ‘ISI’ stand for?
The ISI mark is by far the most recognised certification mark in the Indian subcontinent.
The name ISI is an abbreviation of Indian Standards Institute, the former name of the

Bureau of Indian Standards.
